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CODE OF CONDUCT 
Details the minimum standard of behaviour expected by all Club Officials, Club Members, Players and Supporters

Football is a game, which should be played in a spirit of friendship. 

Players, Match Officials,

Club Officials and spectators should all enjoy participating in or watching the game.

CLUB OFFICIALS 

Including Team Managers and Assistants have a vital role to play. 

They should:

Encourage the Players to play in the correct spirit of the game.

Ensure that foul or abusive language is not directed to match officials, players or spectators. Under no circumstances enter the field of play during the course of the match unless expressly requested to do so by the referee or assistant referee. 

Remember Referees and Assistant Referees including those Club Members or indeed spectators who are officiating as referees or assistant referees have the full authority of the Football Association.

Welcome all Match Officials of visiting Clubs, Players, Members, and Spectators are treated with respect.

Handle any unacceptable behaviour among the spectators before it gets out of hand.

PLAYERS 
Including Substitutes and opposition Players have an important role to play. 

They should:

Play in the correct spirit of the game.

Not become involved in disputes with match officials, opposing players or spectators.

Allow the Referee to deal with all incidents that occur in the game.

Not retaliate against opposing players.

Not abuse your own players or those of the other team

Learn to win and lose with dignity.

Shake hands with match officials and opponents after the game (irrespective of the result).

Treat the changing rooms/facilities of the Club and all of the Clubs you visit with respect.

Remember you are representing the Club.
