ACCIDENT REPORTING AND INVESTIGATION

The Club will carry out an urgent investigation of all accidents and dangerous occurrences with the objective of introducing measures to prevent a recurrence.

In the event of an accident requiring first aid then the injured person should be immediately treated by a qualified first aid person and sent to hospital if this is deemed necessary.

FIRST AID AND MEDICAL

There shall be available at all times a First Aid Kit.
